· Exciting team competitions and the opportunities to make new friends.
· Small group Huddle Meetings, led by FCA trained College Huddle Leaders

What is a “Huddle”?

Each student is assigned to a Huddle (our term for a small group), who they will be with during the entire weekend.  Each Huddle has an average of 8-9 same-gender campers and a same gender Huddle Leader.  Our Huddle Leaders are Christian athletes and students from local colleges around the Dallas area.  They are required to fill out an extensive application with references and are screened and trained by our FCA staff.  They are the heartbeat of the program! 

Cabins and Housing:

It is our experience that the dynamic of this retreat is better when campers are randomly grouped in their Huddles and Cabins. We make every effort to house at least two campers from the same school in each Huddle; however, we are not able to honor specific requests. Students will see their friends throughout the weekend.

What do campers need to bring?
· Appropriate clothing for athletics and team meetings.  Work out attire, shorts, athletic shoes, jeans, and school type clothing is all suitable.  Clothing should be well fitting and modest. It gets chilly this time of year, so pack layers of warm clothing.

· Campers will need to bring their own pillows, bed linens, blankets, towels, hair dryers, paper towels, and personal toiletries.
Camper Fees:   $100.00 per student  
· Includes (5) meals (Friday dinner through Sunday breakfast), (2) nights lodging, FCA Bible, WOC t-shirt, lanyard and much more!  
Camp Registration:

To register your student, submit payment and completed, signed medical waiver forms to your school’s FCA Huddle Coach on or before (______________________). Checks made payable to FCA/WOC in subject line, unless your student’s FCA Huddle Coach indicates otherwise. Coaches will also need your student’s t-shirt size (adult size Small – 3XL).  Transportation is coordinated by each school’s Huddle Coach so they may ask for volunteers to help. 

Each student must have the FCA and Sky Ranch Waiver forms completed and signed in order to be registered:

Camp regulations state that students without completed and signed FCA and Sky Ranch waiver forms will not be admitted into camp. Students will be asked to make arrangements to return home.

House Rules:

· In order for students to get the full camp experience, parents are discouraged from removing students from the property during the weekend. In case of an illness or emergency, you will be notified through the on-site nurse or FCA Camp Staff. 

· An adult MUST check-in students not traveling with a school.  No drop offs. 

· Coaches will be asked to collect and hold student cell phones once the group arrives to the camp site. They are returned to students Sunday after the closing Team Chapel. Students will be allowed to make contact with you upon arrival and at departure.
· Students should NOT bring electronic items.  They will not be able to use them and we are not responsible for items that are stolen.

· Students may not make their own room changes at the event.  Any changes will be handled by the Huddle Coaches and the FCA staff if there is necessary cause to do so. 

· If your student takes medication, a dispensing form with proper instructions must also be filled out.  Your student must bring their medication in the prescription container, and a one-gallon clear baggie with the signed form inside to be registered. 
· Refunds will only be given if camper cancellation occurs one week prior to registered camp weekend.
